During the day we provided short lessons for the children at the 
Katonde Village feeding center and also sang, played, and learned for many, many hours. Please 
enjoy the pictures from our David and Goliath skit and our attempt at a kickball game at the Matapila 
center. We enjoyed staying in the village and have learned many Chichewa songs and food dishes. 
The people are very welcoming and helpful, a great environment of love and hospitality.  

Only one sprained ankle and two scraped knees to date, so everyone is doing pretty well! We ask for 
your continued prayers for our health and safety.  

 We are back in Lilongwe for the night before a day trip to Lake Malawi tomorrow. After that we will 
return to the Matandika's home for 3 more nights, assisting at a Feeding Center in Salengo. We have 
been scheduled in a soccer, volleyball, and net ball tournament with the children and Mission of Hope 
Staff. We'll need prayers for endurance! Netball is a cross of basketball and ultimate frisbee played by 
the girls- soccer is a male sport.      God is Good, All the Time!

Unreached People Groups, the World/Unreligious, Rev. Jen Haddox 
Did you know that in this day of e-mail, blogs, pod casts, and Federal Express there are over 2 billion 
people that have never heard of the love of Jesus Christ?  Most mission organizations send mission 
coworkers to areas that already have a Christian witness established.  How will the 2 billion people who 
have never heard hear the Good News?  Whether it’s your neighbor next door, a family across town or 
people across the state; large groups of Americans still need to hear this wondrous news, and they have 
neighbors or co-workers or classmates who can share the love of Jesus with them!   
If all we had to worry about was our neighbors, spreading the word of God wouldn’t be so daunting, but 
as we all know, this isn’t the case.  There are 10,000 cultural groups around the world who do not have 
neighbors or friends or anyone who speaks their language to share Jesus Christ with them.  Mission 
coworkers have faithfully shared Christ for two hundred years, and yet, millions and millions still need 
to hear this life-changing news!  Today, Rev. Jen Haddox will share information about these people and 
tell us what we can do to share the Gospel.   
Throughout the day each delegate group will have the opportunity to hear Jen and she will share a short 
video in Anderson Auditorium tonight.  Please pray for the unreached people of the world. 
UPG TRIVIA -- one out of every five people in the world today are Muslims.  Three out of every four 
protestant missionaries are working among people groups where Christianity is already the dominant 
religion.  If every church adopted an unreached people group, there would be more than 800 churches 
committed to each unreached people groups.

Rodger graduated from Seattle Pacific 
University in Washington with a 
bachelor’s degree in English.  He 
taught English and Social Studies to 
junior high students for two years in 
Chicago, IL, before becoming the 
coordinator for Youth and Young Adult 
Ministries with PC(USA).  He was the 
national director for 12 years.   During 

his tenure with PC(USA) he received a 
Masters of Art in Theological studies at 
McCormick Theological Seminary in 
Chicago, IL.  This past year, he finished 
his Doctorate in Social and Cultural 
Foundations of Education at Georgia 
State University. 
 
Currently Rodger is the Associate 
Professor of Christian Education at 
Columbia Theological Seminary in 
Atlanta, GA.  His passion for educating 
other pastors in the gift of teaching 
young adults has led him to begin 
researching and writing a book on the 
aspects of the church that inspire and 
attract young adults.  Through his work 
he has reminded people that youth is not 
the future of the church, but the church of 
today.
