Mission to Ecuador - 1999
This is a real story about real people who took a
trip to a real barrio in Ecuador. You can visit our
barrio by the tennis courts to imagine your own
trip to a barrio in any country. What would you do
to improve the lives of the people in the barrio?
In August 1999, 28 members and friends of the
First Congregational Church left for Guayaquil,
Ecuador, on what has become an annual trip to
build bathrooms and refurbish houses in the
barrio of Guasmo Sur. For most of 1999, we had
been raising money for this project, which was
called "Adopt a Family." Shortly before we left, a
grant from Rotary International provided
additional funding, and the scope and complexity
of the project increased. We arrived in Guayaquil
late one night, hot, tired and cranky, and
wondering why we had chosen (or were chosen
for) this mission.
Sunday morning we stuffed ourselves and our
luggage into a VW van (26 people) and into the
back of a pickup truck, and drove to Guasmo,
which is in the southern part of Guayaquil.
As we pulled off the paved highway onto the dirt
roads of the barrio everyone fell strangely silent,
lost in their own thoughts and thinking about the
week ahead. The barrio stretched as far as we
could see a city within a city. We were all terribly
nervous at first about the poverty, the stray dogs,
the trash fires burning in the streets, and the
open sewage ditches. The press had learned of
our visit, and TV and newspaper reporters were
there to film our arrival. They had come with a
police escort. There were a half-dozen flak-
jacketed policemen armed with semi-automatic
machine guns with their fingers on the triggers.
Within minutes of our arrival we began to make
new friends. A welcoming ceremony was held on
the paved soccer field, and we were introduced to
our host families. It was these families who
would share their homes, and even their beds
with us, would feed us, and work with us this next
week. We were received with warmth, joy and a
generosity of spirit which few of us had ever seen
before.
Guasmo is an extremely impoverished
community of 400,000 people in the Pacific port
of Guayaquil. We lived, worked, and became
friends with the families who participated in the
community center of Mi Cometa.
Many of the things which we take for granted,

such as houses with floors, roofs, kitchens, and
bathrooms were luxuries for our host families.
Trash was burned on the street, resulting in many
respiratory infections, and lots of asthma.

Bathrooms generally mean running water. The
bathrooms we built in Guasmo were not hooked into
any kind of pumped water system. Instead, each
home built a cement tower with a platform. A 55
gallon plastic cistern will be placed on top of each
platform, and the water will flow by gravity. Families
share electric pumps which pump water from a non-
potable street source into the cistern. In order to
take a shower, flush a toilet or run a faucet, water
needs to be in the cistern. When the cistern was
empty, and the pump was broken, or someone else
was using the pump, no water flowed.

Hot water existed only in our dreams and
imagination, but with the warm weather, the cistern
water was tolerably warm, except immediately after
it was pumped...then it was pretty chilly! Since most
of the families did not have bathrooms, many of us
took "bucket baths"...a bucket of cold water, and a
little privacy in which to splash around.

Prior to our arrival, trucks had dumped 60 dump-
truck loads of dirt, rocks and sand throughout the
barrio. This was just the beginning! We moved
these piles to fill in open patios which flood in the
rainy season, and to make level ground on which to
build the bathrooms. Even the kids worked all day
long, without a word of complaint.

We took the back seat out of a taxi, loaded it with

100 Ib bags of cement, and mixed a very rough
concrete with the cement, rocks and sand. This was
used to raise the patios and to build the bathrooms.
We all became very good at forming lines to
pass the heavy buckets of dirt or cement.

A Doll Named Elina

For as long as she can remember, Rose Marie hps
had one simple wish — to own a beautiful doll liki
the ones she saw on television. Her parents co
not afford to buy what she called a “real doll” kit
their meager wages as farm laborers. So the te
year old Peruvian girl made her own dolls out of
scraps of clothing.
Then a catastrophic earthquake in August of 2007
destroyed hundreds of Adobe buildings in her
hometown of San Clemente. Although no one in
her family was injured, all but the front wall of
their house collapsed into a pile of rubble.
Samaritan’s purse gave Rose Marie’s parents
plastic sheeting to use for temporary walls until
they can rebuild their house. They also provideq
blankets and emergency food supplies. And to
Rose Marie’s delight, she later received a shoe tjox
gift during a children’s celebration at church.
She could not believe her eyes when she saw wjat
was inside the box — a handwritten letter, a stlff
animal, and a doll with wavy blond hair and styligh
clothes. “As soon as | got off the bus, | ran it
of the way home and told my mom, ‘Now | have
real doll"” | was crying and laughing at the same
time,” said Rose Marie. “God has answered my
prayers.” Such a beautiful doll needs a name, s
Rose Marie decided to call her “Elina.” She likeg
to comb Elina’s hair and pretends to cook food f
her special friend.
God answered another important prayer of Roseg
Marie. Before the earthquake there were conflicfs
and arguments in her home. “After everyone in fny
family gave their hearts to the Lord, it has been
peaceful in our house. We don’t have fights like
we used to,” she said. “I pray and | thank God
each night for everything that He has done for ug.”
