david m bailey David’s concert tonight in McKelvey Witherspoon will feature selections from his 
most recent compilation, “Faith,” and his newest CD, “All That Matters.”  For those who are counting, 
it’s his 16th release.  According to David compilations don’t count, but anything recorded under another 
name does, so you use creative math when you arrive at the actual number of discs he’s completed.  As 
David says in his newsletter, “what number it is totally doesn't matter.  I used to think it was a big deal, 
but it really isn't.  - I think Dylan has like 65 albums out. I really only listen to three songs. Joni 
Mitchell has put out a ton of stuff over the years -- I still only listen to Blue.”  Although he is happy 
with this album, he is even more excited about his next, yet-to-be-named CD.  It was recorded in a four 
day blitz earlier this year.  I asked David if he ever experiences a moment of satisfaction for one project 
before his excitement builds for the next.  His answer was essentially this:  There is no such thing as a 
single project.  Life is one all-encompassing project that is never finished.  “Bottom line, I keep trying 
to write better songs and record them in new and interesting ways, trying to make the best record I can 
with time and budget restraints -- but in the end, all I can promise you is it is different and I did my 
best.  If I've learned anything these last 11 years it is simply that some things matter and some things 
don't.  I'd love to tell you that this latest CD is actually a comprehensive list of all that matters -- but it's 
not.  It will, I hope, start or continue the conversation, be it with your friend, your God, or yourself.”  
David and I took a look at his feet.  They’re pretty gnarly at first glance but the longer you look at them 
the better they look.  (You should try this sometime with your own feet.)  They’ve carried him to 44 
states over the past ten years.  They took him to Cyprus last year for his sister’s wedding and will take 
him all the way to England this fall for the International Brain Tumor Alliance conference.  Looking 
back over the path they’ve trod David volunteers, “I took guitar when I was in 7th grade.  I had no idea 
it would ever become my livelihood.  My bachelor’s degree was in Communications Arts.  Everybody 
wanted to know what I was going to do with that degree but I use that knowledge every day.”  The 
business skills he acquired in his old life “don’t hurt” either.   
As for his own personal leap of faith David focuses not on the leap but the landing.  He works without 
an agent, a publicist, a publisher or a label.  He maintains both his independence and his obligation to 
his family.  Reflecting on the big picture David says, “It’s not me, it’s something God does.”  As for 
tonight’s concert, he wonders who will come.  “… both of my kids,” he deadpans.   I hope you’ll join 
us tonight for this tender time.

The lunch consisted of fresh fish (that 
they had caught that day) and lots of 
vegetables that were prepared to suit our weak 
American stomachs. When it was time to 
leave it took a while to say our goodbyes 
while the children made small bouquets of 
flowers for us.  
I just could not believe it when I saw how 
people with so little can just drop what they 
are doing to entertain us and make sure we 
were as comfortable as possible. Those were 
people and that was a day that I will never 
forget. It was certainly one of my best 
birthdays ever.

Steve slowly got up off the floor, he had done 350 push ups, his arms buckled beneath him as he started to 
get up. Two students helped Steve up off the floor and to a seat, physically exhausted, but wearing a thin 
smile. "Well done, good and faithful servant," said the professor, "not all sermons are preached in words 
class." Turning to the students the professor said, "My wish is that you may fully comprehend all the riches 
of grace and mercy that have been given to you through the sacrifice of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. 
God did not spare His only Son but gave him up for all of us. Whether or not we accept His gift is our 
choice.

I’m always amazed at the number of people who won’t share their faith in Christ with others. Out of fear, 
stubbornness, or even selfishness many Christians treat their relationship with Jesus Christ as though it was 
a dark, nasty secret and if found out would ruin their lives. 
In one of the most overlooked passages in the Bible Jesus actually commands his followers to go tell people 
about him. I say the passage is overlooked because many people have heard and read it they just refuse to be 
obedient to it. 

 Matthew 28:18-20 
18Then Jesus came to them and said, "All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. 

19Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son 
and of the Holy Spirit, 20and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. And surely I am 

with you always, to the very end of the age." 
I don’t understand how people can read this passage and just ignore it. There’s no secret code involved. It’s 
not a riddle and there is nothing to try and figure out. Right there, plain as day, black and white, from the 
mouth of Jesus you are commanded to “go” make disciples. You can’t even play it off by saying that it was 
something the preacher told you to do (and since you don’t like the preacher you’re not going to do it.) 
It wasn’t the preacher who told you to do this it was Jesus Christ. By choosing not to obey this command 
you are choosing not to obey Jesus. 
What I want to do is break Jesus’ command down into six parts that will help us understand not only the 
calling but also the priority in fulfilling that calling.

He writes... "I'm an ordinary guy. I grew up 
with a fine family in rural Indiana and went to 
college less than a half hour from my home. I 
began school planning to be a pastor, but 
through a number of people and events, God 
focused my calling on missions, specifically 
catalyzing efforts for the world’s most 
underevangelized peoples. After twenty years of 
barely venturing beyond the borders of Indiana, 
God began bouncing me around the world. I 
spent time in cities like Bangkok, Bombay, and 
Izmir, Turkey. In each of these places, and a 
few others for shorter times, my objective has 
been, with a team of people, to discover how the 
church might be established where it hasn’t yet. 
In Izmir I made a particularly wonderful 
discovery: One of my team members was so 
wonderful (and lovely) that I just had to marry 
her. (Well, after the summer in Turkey, of 
course.) 
Ann and I now have five great kids. Our 
family’s desire to see unreached people follow 
Jesus led us to Holland and England recently for 
three years. We’re now back in the U.S. I work 
as a speaker and writer for Frontiers, a sharp 
organization focused on extending God’s 
blessing in the Muslim world. I’m also focusing 
my mobilization efforts on a really cool church 
in Indiana. I think the key message that God has 
given me to say is that missions is important 
because of who God is. It’s all about Him. 
Missions certainly, but also the rest of life. His 
glory is paramount."

We have all heard the expression “Look before you leap” and in many cases we do exactly that.  We try and 
find the possible problems before making decisions; we look at all our options before agreeing to things, we tell 
our children to think of the consequences before making a choice.  It is difficult to leap without knowing what 
you are leaping into, but when you do, when you trust in faith and the idea that God knows where you are 
headed, wonderful things happen.     Kathleen and Roger Harris leaped. 
They had a vision, an idea, a plan to help kids who didn’t have anyone else and to show them love through faith 
and learning.  Their idea was Jeremiah’s Crossing. 
Jeremiah’s Crossing is a ranch set on 138 acres of land in Central Wisconsin and it is all about kids and horses.  
Located in Babcock, on 138 acres directly across from the Sandhill Wildlife Area, the ranch is a work in 
progress, surrounded by woods and wildlife, and will be home to a barn, indoor and outdoor riding arenas, and a 
school.  Jeremiah's Crossing desires to help children at no cost to their families. It is their belief that 
hippotherapy, equine therapy, and academic assistance should be afforded to those who need help regardless of 
their ability to contribute. To this end, they are working to secure funding from corporations, foundations, and 
individuals to help support the efforts of the ranch. 
The idea for Jeremiah’s Crossing grew from many different things.  First, their love of children – their blended 
family includes seven children.  The Harris’ blended family began when they were married in 1995 and 
continued when they adopted their son Walter from China in 2001.  Eli, also from China, joined their family in 
2004.  Second, Rogers love of horses and his desire to have his own. Third, Kathleen’s dream of having a farm.  
Together they talked about ways to make their dreams come true.  After a visit to The Diamond L, a guest ranch 
in Wyoming, in 2001; they began brainstorming on how to accomplish their goals.  “Harris’ home for kids with 
potential” was first spoken on their trip home, but the true meaning of God’s plan came later, at the 2002 New 
Wilmington Missionary Conference.   
They began planning for Jeremiah's Crossing, knowing it would be a ranch where horses could help kids. 
Combining their passion for helping kids and a love of horses, Roger and Kathleen hope to reach children who 
have physical, emotional, and/or academic struggles by sharing their herd for hippotherapy, equine therapy, and 
a school for academically at risk kids in grades 5, 6, and 7.   
“A Jack of All Trades” Roger supervises the construction, design, and management of the facilities and 
personnel while Kathleen uses her strengths in teaching and reaching at risk kids with grace and love.   
Along with their family and friends who have supported their this God driven journey, including Board Member 
Brenda Saugstad, treasurer Sandy Leitch, and Board Member Elect, Dan Saugstad, the Harris’s believe that 
Jeremiah’s Crossing will become the place that God intended it to be: A place where horses help kids, God’s 
plans are fulfilled… and people leap before they look.  “For I know the plans I have for you, says the Lord.  
Plans to prosper and not harm you, plans to give you hope and a future” – Jeremiah 29:11

The 
salient question is how are we going to engage 
in what God is doing in the world?

Keystone Stables by Marsha Hubler 

- At 13, Skye has exhausted the patience 
of the juvenile court and is headed for a 
detention center when a pair of 
experienced, Christian foster parents 
request custody of her. At their ranch, she 
learns to ride horses and begins to respond 
to the couple's love and discipline. With a 
heavy emphasis on a relationship with 
God, the narrative also tracks Skye's fear, 
anger, and other issues. The foster parents 
are cookie-cutter perfect, never becoming 
so much as mildly annoyed with her, not 
even when she is expelled from school. 
With a preachy approach and pedestrian 
writing, this novel never rises above 
average. Because this is the first in a 
projected series of six books about Skye, 
it's possible that her problems will be 
resolved in forthcoming titles. If Christian 
fiction is in demand, this isn't any worse 
than many of the secular series that most 
libraries carry by the yard, and could be 
something to offer parents who want their 
daughters to have an alternative to Mary 
Kate and Ashley.
