They are left unable to squelcm#yesayers, to
demonstrate beyond any shadow of doubt that theéridirection is the right one, and so have to enthe
catcalls and jeers of those who insist on indepethdeerifiable proof of that which can’t be proven.

Further, that God permits evil to exist (and someld/say to thrive) is taken by non-believers asrerguable
sign that there is no supreme being. This puzzpinted to by them as the unanswerable God woule hav
stamped out evil, ergo He doesn't exist, or He isatigpowerful, or He is not all that enamored of Higldren.
As such, this paradox is downright disquieting testhavho do believe. Not only do they have to wrestth thie
seeming disconnect, they are left unable to comviyhg answer their critics when this topic comes ey find
themselves similarly hamstrung when pressed to ptwvexistence of God.

Stories about atheist professors being bestedukybelievers who dilave answers at the ready are both ventipg

of this frustration and expression of delight inafly seeming to have been armed with deft respaosiiag
back. These are tales of affirmation, modern-daglples of trials overcome and fierce adversagssdal by
those who held fast to what they believed in, evetiné face of ridicule rained down by authorityfigs. Like
parables, they are meant to inspire similar resimithose with whom they are shared — should thosabees of
the flock ever find themselves in like circumstasidbey should feel moved to emulate the brave ktiudents
of legend who stood up to the big, bad atheistgasdrs.

-Incomprehensibility — “Good” and “evil” are
human constructs born of Mankind’s limited
understanding of the universe. Were people
capable of seeing things through God'’s eyes, thé
would grasp the morality and rightness of all that
now leaves them aghast in horror aitftlled with
unease at its seeming unfairness.

Interview with Translator Jon “Gib” McGill

For the past few years the United States
has seen the effects of war. As we watch
our soldiers on TV going to Iraq we often
wonder, worry or pray that they will return.
This week | had the privilege of
interviewing Jon McGill, a translator who
worked for a L3 Communications, at
camp Blue Diamond in Ramadi, Iraq.

Jon grew up as a missionary kid in Egypt
with his parents and two brothers. He left
Egypt at the age of 14 to go to school in
Massachusetts. He later went to
Westminster College and majored in
English. He joined the army for four years
of active duty after graduating and also
worked for Westinghouse in Saudi Arabia.
He currently is a translator for the Marine
Corps in Irag. He insists “painting is my
job, translating is just a hobby, but it
makes more money.”

While in Iraq, Jon practices his faith by
going to chapel and praying before going
on missions, but it is not allowed for him
to discuss religion with others. He
believes that the Iraqgis see the
compassion of the soldiers. One story
that he related was when an Iraqi girl
came to the US camp with an injury after
her brother got his hands on an AK-47
and accidentally shot her. The soldiers
immediately took her to a medic and
helped her without question.

The purpose of the Kenya Children’s Project

to break the cycle of poverty that limits the cap

ability of so many living in horrible situations
in the slums of Kenya. This particular projec
is focused on the children from the ‘Kwa
Watoto’ (For the Children) Program of
Believers Centre Mathare Church. This
church and program are located in Jangwani
(Swalhili for ‘desert’) Slum which is located in
the larger Mathare Slum in Nairobi, Kenya.
Mathare is composed of roughly 600,000
people, zoned into four areas, making it the
second largest slum in Nairobi. The people
Jangwani live in shacks made of tin, scraps
wood and mud. There is no running water, rf
electricity and no sewage system.
